I joined the ICT club and participated in a state-level competition on digital innovation, where my team created a simple budget app idea for market traders. This early exposure motivated me to study Information Systems at AFIX University, where I’ve deepened both my technical knowledge and my passion for digital inclusion.
Outside class, I actively volunteered with a youth-led initiative that taught digital skills to out-of-school teenagers in Enugu. I also worked part-time as a virtual assistant and data entry specialist for small businesses abroad, balancing school with work while collaborating with clients across time zones. These experiences sharpened my project management, communication, and remote collaboration skills and taught me how to work under pressure without sacrificing quality.
